Organised along with the Jardin des Sciences of the University of Stras-
bourg, the Roundtable “Scientifiques a I'épreuve de I'exil” took place on
21st November 2022 at the Palais Universitaire. Researchers from the
PAUSE Programme were able to talk about their experience as scientists
in exile and their daily life at the University of Strasbourg, accompanied
by a host research supervisor.

This event took place in the framework of the “Libertés scientifiques et
exil” Programme of the Jardin des Sciences, along with the “Poser pour la
liberté” exhibition.

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THE RESEARCH STAY (Séjour de recherche)

French law has introduced a new framework to facilitate the welcoming of foreign PhD students and researchers in research
and higher education institutions. The Research Stay Agreement (“Convention de Séjour de Recherche"” or CSR), signed
between the host institution and the PhD student or researcher, provides a legal and secure framework for the stay, parti-
cularly in certain cases of PhD students or researchers with fellowships. This agreement sets out the terms and conditions
of the stay and defines the rules on intellectual property.

What is the duration of the stay? 3 years for PhD students (renewable twice for a year) and a maximum of one year for
post-docs.

Researcher in the spotlight (5]

Meet Dr. Liudmyla
SOKURENKO

In Ukraine | was a professor of histolo-
gy, cytology, and embryology, Doctor of
Medical Sciences at the Bogomolets Na-
tional Medical University, Kiev.

My scientific role in the department of
'Histology, Cytology and Embryology’ was
to establish anatomical and histological
methods based on optical light- and electron-microscopy for histological
investigation of organs containing nervous tissues: nerve trunks, spinal
ganglions, spinal cord.
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During my PhD research, | have used neuro-histological methods, par-
ticularly, toluidine blue staining for demithin sections and nerve impre-
gnation, with optical light- and electron microscopy for studying nerve
regenerations. During my Postdoctoral research, | have worked with
cultures of neural cells, used lectin histochemistry for light microscopy,
and electron microscopy methods for studying toxic influence of mercu-
ry on central and peripheral nervous system.

Because of my involving in neurohistology research | am a member of
the FENS (Federation of European Neuroscience Societies) society, which
sent me information about the PAUSE program after the Russian invasion
in Ukraine. When armed actions began on the territory where my fa-
mily was located and the question of my child’s safety arose, we left for
Strasbourg. This is where | met a great team at the Multimodal Imaging
Team (IMIS) at ICube.

THE HERITAGE DAYS

The (European) Heritage Days took place on 17th and 18th September. Every year

I integrated an on-going research project aiming at characterizing the
microstructure of prenatal human brain by MRI and histology in order to
delineate imaging markers for brain lesions in fetuses bearing genetic
mutations. Additionally, we are collaborating on other on-going research
projects in the IMIS team, ICube and at the Institut d’histologie involving
histological characterization of tissues (e.g., lung organoids characteri-
zation - Dr. Julien Demiselle, PhD student; characterization of the motor
innervation of lateral pterygoid muscle - Dr. Edouard EVRARD, CHU de
Besancon; FRM project — FEMINAD to study mouse brain tissue un an Al-
zheimer mouse model, Dr. Chantal Mathis at LNCA and Dr. Laura Harsan
at IMIS/ICube as well as on the PAINFACT EU project within IMIS team at
ICube).

Bogomolets National Medical University is my alma mother. | got an
education there, became a PhD and HDR, and eventually a professor. Of
course, | continue to cooperate and help in ways available to me. For
example, even in the face of constant rocket attacks, we continue to
work on creating a textbook on histology for English-speaking students.

Since | did not know French and | wanted to be fully integrated at a social
and scientific level, the university provided me with an opportunity to
attend intensive French courses. Of course, in order to do my job and
attend class, it takes a lot of time and efforts. There is very little time
left to communicate with my daughter, but she supports me. | consider
it very important for interacting with my colleagues and improving my
performances at work. And yes, French is very beautiful!

I would also like to emphasize that | am very lucky to have received such
support from the university leadership and got into a friendly and expe-
rienced team. | hope that we will continue to cooperate when difficult
times are in the past.
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it is an opportunity to celebrate the diversity and richness of Strasbourg’s heri-

Indeed, the first Heritage Days were launched
on 23rd September 1984 by the French Ministry of Culture as «Open Day in Historic

Monuments».
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It is now an action of the Council of Europe and the European Commission which takes place in about fifty countries.
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
